The Senate is debating its own version of a bill that would essentially gut protections in Missouri's Human Rights Act (SB 592 sponsored by Sen. Brad Lager). It was debated on the Senate floor yesterday (Jan. 23, 2012), but they did not take a vote yet. Further debate is expected on this bill, perhaps later this week.

MWN opposes this bill, which makes several harmful changes to the state's anti-discrimination law in employment, disability and housing and significantly limits and weakens protections for whistle-blowers. It is supported by the Missouri Chamber of Commerce, Associated Industries, MO Grocers Association, and MO Association of School Administrators, among others.
